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[1] The company IBM Japon and four other partners are developing a
smart suitcase that uses Arlificial Intelligence (Al) to help people with
visual disabilities to travel alone with greater freedom and security.

[2] Visually-impaired people usually face problems using public
transport and accessing other services. Luckily, there are canes and guide
dogs to lead them around obstacles. These aids will soon be complemented
with smart suitcases which would help them to travel independently.

|3] Chieko Asakawa, an IBM Japan fellow who has vision problems,
walks with the assistance of the first prototype of a robotic suilcase
equipped with Al. The smart suitcase, which has been inspired by a proposal
from Chieko, is equipped with a sensor, a camera. and a batlery to detect
obstacles and alert its users through tactile sensation. According 1o its
designers, it will also notify users if friends approach or if there are cafés and other facilities nearby
through an audio system.

[4] In an interview with a Japanese newspaper, Chieko said that
she got the idea when she was pushing a suitcase in front of her during
a business trip. She thought that visually-impaired people could walk
safely if a suitcase would scan the surroundings for danger.

[5] Different companies are contributing to the development of the
suitcase. IBM Japan will be responsible for Artificial Intelligence
integrated into the suitcase. For its part, Alps Alpine will be responsible
for tactile technology, Omwon for image recognition and detection
techniques, Shimizu for the navigation system, and Mitsubishi Motors
for automotive technologies.

[6] The smart suitcase will be used at airports, shopping centres.
and in other indoor areas. It will later be improved so that users can use
it in outdoor areas. The device is expected to be on the market in 2022,

[5] The idea of collecting fog was first developed in
South America in the 1980s and there are other projects in
the US and Africa.

These
larger nets will double the amount of water collected and
connect other villages to the network.

[6] In recognition of its contribution to finding
solutions to climate change, Dar Si Hmad was awarded the
2016 UN Momentum for Change award.

Their number has grown over recent vears, most
probably because more biomedical research is being carried out around
the world. The most commonly used animals are mice, fish and rats,
but many other species including monkeys. cats, dogs, horses and pigs
are also used.

A few months ago. scientists developed the first computer system
known as RASCAR which can accurately detect toxic substances. RASCAR is just one of many potential
alternatives to animal testing. “I'm extremely optimistic about this and other similar tools to restrict
animal testing,” says Andrew Rowan, chief scientific officer for The Humane Society of the United States.
“Using animals in tests is significantly very expensive. It takes three
years to do comprehensive testing while RASCAR takes only few
minutes,” he adds.

[5] Tom Regan, a philosophy professor in the USA, states:
“Animals and people are alike in many ways; they both feel, think,
behave, and experience pain.” Thus, animals should be treated with the
same respect as humans. When animals are reduced to being mere tools
in a scientific experiment, their rights are taken away without any thought
of their well-being. Tests often cause pain and suffering or even death.

[4] Najiya Nadir, another Moroccan businesswoman,
volunteered to fund the construction of schools in the region of Settat.
She signed two partnership agreements with local authorities in
February 2019 after donating 12 million dirhams to build schools in the
region.

[5] Thanks to Nadir’s donations, a high school will be built in
Oulad Fares, a small rural area in Settat Province. Nadir said that the
purpose behind her initiative was to contribute to quality education in
the country, especially in rural areas. “When schools are 15 or 20
kilometers from the children, they face a lot of challenges such as

exposure to drug use or sexual abuse, especially girls,” says Nadir.

[6] Najiya Nadir emphasised the importance of building schools. Poverty and the absence of schools
drive many students, especially girls, to drop out of school at an early age. The only guarantee to protect
young people is to provide them with the best conditions for education. “I call on citizens who have the
financial ability to contribute to the implementation of social projects, especially in villages and rural areas,”
she says.

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FLYING CARS : A DREAM COME TRUE

[1] AeroMobil 3.0 is a combination of a plane

and a car designed to drive on the road and fly through

the air. It can transform in seconds from a car to a

plane. This invention of the Slovakian company
AeroMobil started to be on sale in 2017.

[2] The concept of a flying car is not new. The
idea was popularized in the 1960s through animated
cartoons. This concept was originally brought to life in
1989 by Slovak designer Stefan Klein. After years of
testing different models, Klein’s twenty-year dream
came true when he set a partnership with entrepreneur,
Juraj Vaculik. They co-founded the company AeroMobil in 20710.

[3] Developing the flying car has not been without difficulties. AeroMobil company faced problems
in 2015 when one of its prototypes crashed during-a test in Nitra, west Slovakia, sending the pilot to hospital
with minor injuries.

[4] The year 2016 was a great suecess forwAeroMobil. It marked the introduction of the latest
prototype AeroMobil 3.0 at an international forum in Brussels. The vehicle uses a diesel engine and has
wings that fold, which allows it to be parked like a car, though it is nearly 6 meters long. It seats two people:
the pilot and a passenger. The company said the car's top speed on the road is 160 km/h and 200 km/h while
flying. It can fly for 700 kilometers before running out of fuel. Drivers who can buy this luxurious flying
car, priced between 1.2 and 1.6 million dollars, will need a pilot’s license to fly it.

[5] AeroMobil aims to make personal

transportation more efficient and environmentally
friendly. It helps to overcome traffic jams in large
areas and allows faster travel for medium distances or
in areas with limited road infrastructure.

[6] Stefan Klein is very positive about the
project. “I’'m very happy with what we have been able
to achieve in such a short time with a team of only 12
engineers. AeroMobil 3.0 is not the end of this
challenging project; it’s the beginning of a whole new
adventure which may change the way we look at the

personal transport in the future,” he said.

Even in a rich country like Norway
the school libraries are not well equipped to meet the
children’s needs in today’s modern school. So for many of the
students the book-boat is actually their main library.

[4] In Morocco, the ministry of culture and many
non-governmental organisations have also adopted the idea of
mobile libraries. Trucks or vans are used to carry different types
of books to remote areas in Azilal, Errachidia and other regions.
Library on Wheels is the name given to this outstanding service.
The mobile library stops either at schools or public squares and
provides its services for a period of time before moving to
another area. In Essmara, for example, teachers of English
started a project to facilitate the sharing of books among schools
in the region in 2016. Each school has the list of books, and
both students and teachers can request books they would like to read. Three volunteer teachers are in

charge of keeping the books and then delivering them to a school whenever they are requested.

So, the train hospital is their only hope for medical
treatment. For 26 years, Lifeline Express has been travelling through India to bring health services to
millions of Indians who are in need of health carelAt has helped many patients with sight, hearing or
movement problems.

Soon,
two new coaches will be added. A lot of help comes from companies, individuals and doctors across the
country. But, we still need to improve our medical services. We need a blood bank and sophisticated
equipment to do major surgeries. Hundreds of villagers are in urgent need of help.”

[1] Civil society in Morocco is working hard to fight tobacco and drug addiction among young people.
With the help of non-governmental organisations, many teenagers have managed to give up smoking.

[2] Salim, eighteen years old, is one of them. He tells his story to
other young people to discourage them from smoking. "A friend
offered me my first cigarette. Soon, I started buying my own cigarettes
and got in the habit of smoking. As my parents didn’t realise that I was
smoking, I carried on until one day a teacher, who was a member of an
organisation, saved me. He gave me advice and support for several
weeks till I finally quitted this bad habit," Salim said.

[3] Samira, a secondary school student, started smoking” and
taking drugs when she was 13 because of family problems. "My
mother neglected me. She gave me money just to get rid of me. As.for
my dad, he only came home in the evening and- always started
shouting at my mother. I easily found refuge in drugs," she explains.

[4] Amina Baaji, a teacher and member-of-the Meroccan Association for Listening and Dialogue, has
helped several secondary school students put their difficulties behind them. She stresses the importance of
the role of parents in dealing with cigarette smoking, before it leads to drug addiction. "Families must look
after their children and try to understand them So that they will not become addicted to tobacco or drugs,"
she says. "Parents’ failure to listen t0 their children and understand their problems is the main reason why
young people start smoking or taking drugs," she adds.

[5] Jamal Bahaoui, another teacher, agrees with Baaji. “If young people are to be protected from tobacco
and drugs, families and schools must keep an eye on them and try to understand their needs and fears,” he
explains. “Teachers must spend more time listening to their students so that they can give them guidance
and help them deal with their psychological problems,” he adds.

[6] “The best way to get the message across is not by giving advice, but rather by encouraging young
people to take part in anti-smoking and anti-drug campaigns,” Jalal Tawfik, a psychiatrist, says. He
encourages all young people who have overcome addiction to tobacco or drugs to act as an example to

Nearly 60% of the students who graduated from L 'Institut National de Postes
et Télécommunications (INPT) left Morocco in 2000.

[4] Ahmed Akartit, an engineer in a mobile phone company in Rabat, said: “The technology
experts left Morocco as salaries here reach a maximum of $800 a month. In Europe, these
engineers will receive salaries ten times higher than what Moroccan private or public firms can
offer them.” The Moroccan government argues that it cannot increase salaries at a time it has to
reduce the high rate of unemployment.

[5] Conversely, Morocco wants its citizens living abroad to come back although their money
transfers are its second foreign currency source after tourism. But many expatriates in Europe say
they have worked hard to build a successful career and returning home would be risky and
uncertain.

[6] Ahmed Najm, an economist, stressed the need for Morocco to show more care for its
experts and grant more importance to scientific research. Otherwise, the country will be out of the
race. “Morocco cannot benefit from its human potential unless it takes full advantage of existing
opportunities to develop science and technology," he said.

It has over 200 stores in 31 countries
and employs over 75,000 people. It generates over 12 billion
dollars in sales annually.

She
started her professional career in Casablanca, working in a factory during
the day and weaving carpets at home in the evening. However, after the
birth of her first child, she had to quit her job in the factory to take care of
her family.

Saadia said.

“When a woman brings money into the household, it changes the way she is looked at. Women are more
respected for taking part in the household finances and«can then take more decisions within the family,” she
says.

[4] Saadia met members of the Near East'Foundation in 2006, and enthusiastically took the opportunity
to encourage women in her area to create an artisans’ cooperative. She was quickly chosen for the presidency of
the cooperative given her profile, her capacity and leadership abilities. Despite her family obligations, she has
taken modern and traditional sewing lessons that she is currently teaching to other members of the cooperative.
She has provided assistance to all the training workshops organized by local authorities, focusing on
administrative and financial management.

[5] Saadia is now strongly convinced of the success of the cooperative. “It is true that in the beginning,
some men underestimated women and said that the cooperative would not last. But we have learned how to
fight back and develop knowledge and skill,” she says.

[6]To promote the cooperative’s success and reputation, Saadia asked its members to organise an
exhibition in June 2007, which was a great success. Thanks to her will and courage, this ambitious woman has
been able to set an example and give hope to other women in marginalized areas.

This radiation can cause biological transfiormations in the human body affecting the brain tissues
and causing hair loss, skin reddening, memary10ss, brain cancer, and sometimes death. Many researchers
warn people against the use of cell phones because they think it causes brain cancer. Yet, there is no
scientific evidence so far!

[4] A group of researchers in Europe are trying to determine the risks of using cell phones through a
big project called Cosmos. They are studying the effect of mobile phones on users’ health. Professor
Lawrie Challis, a member of that group, says: "the study is crucial, and we still do not know if the use of
mobile phones causes cancer or not. He also remarks that "the balance of evidence suggests that it does
not, but we need to be sure."”

[5] Dr Mireille Toledano, another investigator in the same project, suggests that "the best thing we can
do now is to observe the health of a large number of users over a long period of time to see if, in the long
term, there are any links between cell phone use and cancer.” The project will last for more than 20 years,
and will involve 250,000 phone users across five different European countries.

[6] In any case, the excessive use of cell phones may be too risky. Cell phones should be used for
emergencies and not for long conversations. We need to be cautious; “prevention is better than cure” as
the proverb goes.

I did all I could to persuade him and help him catch up with his
classmates. | am happy now that he has managed to get along with classes," he said.

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In Morocco, each year thousands of young girls from poor families are sent to work in houses in the
city. They are often ill-treated and exploited. No official numbers exist, but
one non-governmental organisation called Dari has counted 23,000 child
maids in Casablanca alone.

Halima is one of them. When she was 8 years old, her family sent her.
to Casablanca to work as a maid. Her father had some financial trouble,s0
he got in touch with an intermediary whose job was to find maids forrich
families. The little girl agreed because she thought that she could be of
some help to her parents. But being a maid was not what.she really
dreamed of. She worked all day long, slept in the kitchen, and was often
beaten up by her host family. But she managed to escape. from the house
where she was working.

Later, someone found her in the street all in.tears and helpless, and took her to Dari. Thanks to Dari,
Halima now lives at a shelter for former child maids whereshe is learning cooking and hairdressing. “For
the first time since [ was 8, I have finally found-a place«o rest,” Halima said.

Dari’s director says: “the majority of-Child maids«come from the countryside where most families have
little money and a lot of kids. Af they send a girl'away to work as a domestic, that means an important
source of income and one less' mouthto feedaThe parents think that they are doing something nice for their
daughters, saving them from ‘the harsh.conditions in the countryside, and hoping for a better future for
them. But child maids often end up suffering twice: as kids and as adults. When they grow up, they are
often exploited by crime gangs™:

Dari’s director further explains that their association works to educate poor parents about the reality of
child maids and their exploitation. 1t also runs programmes to sensitise the wealthy families to the rights of
their maids: fair treatment, good pay, and basic education.

This issue of child maids is now being addressed by many civil associations. The abuses are being
exposed on TV, and more voices are heard against employing child maids, believing that all children
should have the right to enjoy their childhood and get a proper education.

In Casablanca, these children’s main residences are alleys in the old city, the port, the train
station, and the fruits and vegetables wholesale market. The port provides them with an opportunity to
emigrate illegally. The wholesale market gives them the chance 10 work as porters. At the train station,
they can eamn little money from helping passengers or by begging from tourists.

According to the most recent statistics, 7,000 street children live in Casablanca Wilaya alone.
8,800 more live in other major cities such as Marrakesh, Fez and Meknes. The government and many
non-governmental organisations have adopted a strategy of building centres 1o shelter some of these
street children and reintegrate them into schools and families, but the challenge is enormous. The
number of children usually exceeds the centres’ capacities; there are not enough beds for all of them,
and urgent is the need to act at once to save those children!

The course went a step beyond providing bf%'f‘kféragy tkrh:mng to the women of Ain Jdid. Those who
performed the best on the final exam were{,’a}sO of%gl support in setting up a business- a farm animal
cooperative. Armed with their ne“@ acq&ed nu@g%y and literacy skills, and with technical assistance from
the organisation, they started a succcs@smcss. Their example gave rural women a new image —that of
independent female entrepreneurs who could manage their own businesses. They were no longer field workers.

Rachida now buys and sells farm animals through the cooperative and earns enough income to support her
family. More importantly, she can share the joy of learning with her school-aged children and help them with
their homework. She is confident about the future. She says her new skills have given her more than just an
income. “Through this programme, women have paved the way to a new life,” she said.

As a proof to the programme’s success, now even some of the men in the village who had criticised Rachida

and her classmates want to attend literacy classes.

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Thomas Edison lit up the world with his invention of the electric light. Without him, the
world might still be a dark place. However, the electric light was not his only invention. He
also invented the phonograph, the motion picture camera, and over 1,200 other things. About
every two weeks he wreated something new.

The Edisons moved to Michigan when Thomas was seven. Surprisingly, he attended
school for only two months. His mother, a former teacher, taught him a few things, but
Thomas was mostly self- educated. His natural curiosity led him to start experimenting at a
young age with electrical and mechanical things at home.

When he was 12 years old, he got his first job. He became a newsboy on a train that ran
between Port Huron and Detroit. He set up a laboratory.in a baggage car of the train to
continue his experiments in his spare time. Unfortunately, hisfirst work experience did not
end well. Thomas lost his job when he accidentally set fire to the floor of the baggage car.

Thomas, then, worked for five years as'a telegraph operator, but he continued to spend
much of his time conducting experiments. He got his first patent in 1868 for a vote recorder
run by electricity .In 1870, he sold another invention, a stock-ticker, for $ 40,000. A stock —
ticker is a machine that automatically prints’'stock prices on a tape. He was then able to build
his first shop in New Jersy.

Edison was handicapped; he was totally deaf in one ear and hard of hearing in the other,
but he thought of his deafness as a blessing in many ways. It kept conversations short, so that
he could have more time for work. He called himself a “ two-shift man” because he worked
16 out of every 24 hours. Edison died at the age of 84 on October 18 th, 1931, New Jersy. He
left numerous inventions that improved the quality of life all over the world.
